ER ENDING FOR GRADES 7&8  
Beginning January 19 (1st day of 3rd Quarter), students in grades 7-8 will not be permitted to come back up to their classrooms after 3:45 p.m. for “Educational Recovery” (ER) unless it is a special circumstance arranged with the teacher.  ER is intended for students who struggle academically, to provide them with additional tutoring.  It is not an after school study hall or after school “baby-sitting,” taking the place of Extended Care (which is GHLS’s paid “baby-sitting” option).   This new policy is also being instituted in the second semester to help our upper grades students develop the responsibility and self-discipline required for completing their homework on their own, something vital for high school.  Paid, extended care is still available for any upper grades students who need it.
